	Discussion
	Recently, INCOSE announced that the number of Certified Systems Engineering Professionals (CSEPs) had surpassed 300 worldwide.  More than four years after the CSEP certification was introduced, formal training opportunities and examination preparation materials are sparse.  Mr Tony Lindeman, SAIC, made a presentation and led discussion on the topic of "Preparing for the CSEP Examination: A Personal Journey."  This presentation reviewed his recent experiences with application, preparation for, and passing the CSEP and CSEP-Acq (US DoD Acquisition) certifications. As Government and Industry are starting to gain interest in CSEP certification, Tony’s presentation provided insight on how to use the limited materials available to prepare for INCOSE's CSEP examination.  
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Mr. Lindeman is currently working as a Senior Systems Engineer supporting Marshall Space Flight Center (MSFC) on NASA's Ares Project. He is responsible with supporting engineering planning and vehicle integration activities for the Ares I Project.  He has also provided systems engineering support on the Army's Future Combat System's (FCS) Class I & II Unmanned Aerial Vehicle Systems (UAVS), NASA's X-37 Program, and the Advanced Threat IR Countermeasures/Common Missile Warning System (ATIRCM/CMWS).  

Tony is a former Naval Aviator and flew CH-46 helicopters while serving in the U.S. Marine Corps.  He graduated from the Defense Systems Management College's Advanced Program Management Course in April 1998 and became DoD Level III certified in Program Management.  Tony is a Project Management Professional (PMP) certified by the Project Management Institute (PMI) and is a past President of the PMI - North Alabama Chapter.  Tony received his Bachelors of Science degree in Biology from West Virginia Wesleyan College in 1980 and earned his Masters of Science in Electrical Engineering from the Naval Postgraduate School in 1989.
