We are pleased to invite you to join us in Albuquerque, New Mexico, USA for the INCOSE International 
Workshop 2008, to be held Saturday, 26 – Tuesday, 29, January at the Embassy Suites Hotel 
Albuquerque.   
 
What Is the International Workshop? 
INCOSE's International Workshop is the event of the year for systems engineers to contribute to the state of 
the art.  Unlike INCOSE's annual International Symposium and other conferences, there are no paper or 
panel presentations.  Instead, attendees spend 4 days immersed in a vibrant community of fellow systems 
engineers who are there to make a difference. Systems Engineers at all levels and from all backgrounds are 
encouraged to engage in working sessions, and contribute their knowledge and experience to take the 
discipline forward. 
  
IW2008 will incorporate working meetings for groups engaged in INCOSE's major projects and in 
international Standards development, workshops to explore the Systems Engineering challenges in new 
sectors, opportunities for Chapter leaders to meet and share best practice, support sessions to help you get the 
most out of INCOSE's shared working environment and a broad range of other technical meetings.  Planned 
sessions and points of contact will be published on the website as these become available, and attendees are 
encouraged to contact the relevant session leaders before the event for further information.  
  
IW2008 is only open to INCOSE members.  However, non-members can join prior to the IW for $55, giving 
6 months membership up to the annual renewal date of June 1, 2008. For more information membership, 
please visit www.incose.org/membership/membershiptypes.aspx or email info@incose.org.  
  
Registration Fees and Policies for the International Workshop  
All attendees at the IW pay a registration fee, except for the INCOSE Senior Members, to help cover the 
costs of the event. The registration fee for attendance is $395 per person if you register by 15 December 
2007, and $420 after 15 December 2007.  Space is limited for the 2008 Workshop so to confirm your 
participation we encourage you to register by 9 January 2008.  If you are registering after 9 January, please 
email iw@pcmisandiego.com  to inquire about space availability.

In the event you will be unable to attend the Workshop, you must provide written notice of cancellation to 
the Symposium Office by 11 January 2008.  All notifications received by 11 January will be subject to a $50 
cancellation fee.   There will be no refunds for cancellations received after 11 January.
