Synopsis:

Two of the more difficult systems engineering skills to learn involve managing interfaces and using allocation and traceability in an effective manner to manage your requirements. These topics are covered at an introductory level in our other seminars, but this seminar gets into the significant details that are not available in the earlier classes because of time constraints.  This seminar will take students to the next step in these topics and improve your requirement development and management process in these areas.  The interface portion of the class is based on the paper on interfaces presented by Lou Wheatcraft and the corresponding tutorial presented by Ivy Hooks at INCOSE 2010.  The time spent on the two topics is approximately 5 hours for interfaces and 2 hours for allocation and traceability.  Exercises will be used to help students apply the information presented.

Course Objective: More effectively identify and define your interfaces; write interface requirements and use allocation and traceability for improving requirement completeness and quality.  As a result of taking this seminar you will develop skills to enable you to:

· Overcome problems you have encountered in indentifying and defining interfaces as well as writing and managing interface requirements.

· Understand how interface management fits within the product development lifecycle

· Learn where to document interfaces, definitions, and interface requirements

· Perform allocation in support of requirement analysis and design

· Know how to use allocation and traceability to improve your requirement process

· Use allocation and traceability to find missing or incorrect information in your requirements

· Use allocation and traceability to manage requirements across all levels of your system's architecture.
