FOREIGN VISITOR NOTICE





A foreign national visitor is defined as anyone who is not a U.S. citizen or a permanent resident alien.  This also includes US citizens who represent a foreign interest, such as a country or company.





All foreign national visitors to the Information Systems Center (ISC) will be ESCORT REQUIRED at all times.  Specific approvals must be obtained to allow a foreign national escorted access to the ISC.  All foreign national visitors must be approved by BOTH Export Control and Security prior to their being allowed to enter the ISC (beyond the lobby area).





Additional security and escort requirements have been put in place to restrict foreign national visitors access to unclassified technical information.  Classified information also has specific security requirements; however, many employees are unaware of the requirement to protect what often relates to as “proprietary” or “sensitive information”.  The International Traffic and Arms Regulation (ITAR) and the Export Administration Regulation (EAR) establish severe penalties for the illegal and improper export of sensitive/technical information.





The security department has provided a training course to assist employees in clearly understanding their requirements for protecting technical information.  This course (Technology Control Plan) is available from the Security home page.  ALL ISC HOSTS who request a foreign national visitor be provided extended (long term) visit privileges must complete this course!  Upon completion of the course and submission of a Technology Control Plan, the foreign national visitor may be eligible for modified access privileges.  This is primarily intended for our resident foreign national customers who are resident at the ISC for a continuous period in excess of 2 weeks.





Hosts of foreign national visitors must be knowledgeable of what information they can release to their visitor.  Hosts should be knowledgeable of the difference between public domain information and technical data.  They must also know if they have any approved export licenses.  Export Control (306-7544) can assist in determining if any licenses already exist and if any may be required for your visit.  Licenses may require an extended period to be approved so coordination with Export Control is critical at the earliest possible time.

All foreign national visitors to the ISC must be escorted at all times unless the host has completed a Technology Control Plan that has been approved by Security.  CONTINUOUS escort is required.  All foreign national visitors require ADVANCE approval by Export Control and Security prior to their being allowed access to the ISC.    All hosts of foreign national visitors must be knowledgeable of their escort requirements and the disclosure approvals for the visit.
