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Poster Papers

Authors’ Guide

If you have submitted a paper and have been advised that it has been accepted as a Reserve, this means that your paper was considered by the reviewers as worthy of being included in the conference but could not be included in the main program.  So you are asked to:-

· Be prepared to present your paper in the main program in the case of a withdrawal of a paper from the Symposium, and

· Prepare a poster presentation of your paper.

All reserve papers will be published in the conference proceedings.  This means that you do not have to repeat the published paper in the poster – in fact, you definitely should not do this!  The organisers have set aside a morning session for poster papers on Tuesday 3rd to provide an opportunity for you to get maximum exposure for your ideas.  The poster session is an opportunity to enhance your eight-page manuscript to an eye-catching display.  

The posters will be built onto an A0 size sheet (1200 x 900mm, or 4’ x 3’).  The design for this backing sheet is attached as page 2 of this document.  The sheet will carry 5, A4 size(210 x 297mm or 8.2” x 11.7”) colour prints of PowerPoint slides.  You may use more or less than 5, but if you MUST use more remember that few people will read that much, and that your full paper is published in the proceedings for those who want to go into depth.  If you want to depart from this layout (such as by including a large chart or picture) it can probably be accommodated but please try to preserve the overall look.  The poster includes a photograph, so please supply one large enough for you to be recognisable from 2 metres away (about A5 size – 150 x 210 mm).  Please try to provide a “good” photograph – not a passport mug shot!

Please supply, by mid-June, the slides for your poster electronically in Microsoft Powerpoint. Your biography can be in Word or similar. Your photograph may also be provided electronically (preferably jpeg or zipped tiff format, 100% = full size) or by post.  These will then be printed and provided to you as a package with the backing sheets in a work area for you to assemble.  The work area will be open from Sunday 1st .  You will then have something to take home from the Symposium and hang on your wall!

Poster formats are very important.  Research Associate Professor of Botany, Dina Mandoli, of the University of Washington at Seattle, has created a tip sheet on how to make a great poster.  Placed on-line by the American Society of Plant Physiologists, the tip sheet reviews the important basics of creating a powerful presentation – readability, organisation, and brevity.
