Introduction

INCOSE has developed policy and guidance on intellectual property (IP) rights as it relates to tutorials, manuscripts, presentation materials and other provided materials from INCOSE symposia, regional conferences, chapter meetings, and other events. Generally under copyright law, an author's written work is owned by and copyrighted to him/her unless specific releases are obtained. An author usually desires that his/her works get the maximum exposure possible among his/her peers and associates. INCOSE’s IP policy facilitates this by requesting authors’ approve rights to reuse their work in present and future INCOSE and affiliated society’s activities in a reasonable manner to provide as broad access to the work as possible. INCOSE and affiliated societies will always give credit to authors when their works are reused. (Authors who decline to approve INCOSE and affiliated society’s rights to reuse their work may still participate in the event if desired by the event organizers.) INCOSE requires authors to obtain any needed approvals from employers, customers or assignees to meet legal obligations for publication by INCOSE and affiliated societies. INCOSE will not confer with or request approvals from others than the author for publication rights. 

This form is intended to facilitate maximum exposure to an author’s works, while protecting INCOSE and affiliated societies, including symposia, regional conference, chapter or other event organizers.
